All praise is due to Allah, Lord of all worlds. May peace and 
blessings be upon our Prophet Muhammad, and upon his family and 
all his Companions.

Islamic brotherhood constitutes a profound and noble divine 
endowment-one that unites believers through faith and establishes a 
comprehensive moral and social framework. Allah, Exalted be He, 
has ordained that believers are bound together by this bond of faith, 

as He says: 

Meaning: Believers are bound together as brothers through faith, 
responsibility, and mutual care.

among which are the preservation of dignity, the protection of honor, 
and the avoidance of backbiting and slander. In this regard, Allah the 

(Al-Hujurat: 12)
Meaning: Do not engage in backbiting against one another. Would 
any of you wish to consume the flesh of his dead brother? Such an 
act is inherently detestable.

 
said: …
Meaning: A Muslim owes another Muslim six fundamental rights: 
to greet him with peace upon meeting; to accept his invitation; to 

sneezes and praises Allah; to visit him when ill; and to accompany 
his funeral upon death. (Narrated by Muslim, no. 2162)

Among these rights is that one neither wrongs his brother, nor 
abandons him, nor humiliates him. This principle is further 
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emphasized in the authentic hadith:

…
Meaning: A Muslim is the brother of a Muslim: he does not wrong 

this world, Allah will alleviate a hardship for him on the Day of 
Resurrection; and whoever conceals the faults of a Muslim, Allah 
will conceal his faults on the Day of Resurrection.
(Narrated by al-Bukhari no. 2442 and Muslim no. 2580)

These teachings embody elevated ethical principles and noble values 
that must be firmly established within Muslim societies. They should 
be instilled from early childhood -within homes- and reinforced 
through education in schools and universities, so that the meanings 
of brotherhood become deeply rooted in individual consciousness. 
Through this process, the Islamic Ummah may once again emerge 
as a unified community in the fullest sense of the term: sharing one 
another’s burdens, extending mutual support, and standing together 
in times of hardship.

Such values are not cultivated through exhortation alone. Rather, they 
are developed through sound upbringing, consistent moral guidance, 
meaningful reminders, clarification of reward and accountability, 
and -most importantly- through exemplary conduct and righteous 
role models who embody these principles in lived reality.

Indeed, reviving the spirit of Islamic brotherhood requires elevating 
the values of altruism and self-sacrifice in support of one another, as 
Allah the Exalted says:

( )
Meaning: They give preference to others over themselves, even 
though they themselves are in need; and whoever is protected from 
the selfishness of his own soul-such are the truly successful.

We ask Allah Almighty to unite the Islamic Ummah, to strengthen 
the bonds among their hearts, and to bring cohesion to their ranks, 
until they once again become the best nation brought forth for 
humankind. And that is not difficult for Allah, the All-Mighty.
